They acquire professional skills while ge-
tting familiar with activities, its resources, results, and employees’ working
conditions of administration institutions of rural development, by analyzing
rural areas, people’s needs, economic and social problems of the area, by pre-
senting real ways and means of their solution, or by preparing projects for im-
provement of activities of an institution or organization, or strategic develop-
ment projects for a rural area.

- know public administration systems of public government, agriculture
and rural development; structure of institutions and their administra-
tion; peculiarities of regulation and organization of work; principles and
methods of management of public rural and business development pro-
jects; the main attitudes of ethical communication; development pla-
nning and designing principles and methods of rural areas and institu-
tions;

- be able to analyze and evaluate activities of public administration institu-
tions and organizations of rural development, identify problems, and pre-
pare ways and means of their solution; to apply knowledge of main sub-
jects of studies for preparation and implementation activity strategies of
institutions and public administration at different levels;

- be able to research and evaluate resources of rural areas and people’s
needs by identifying competitive advantages of the area, and make colle-
gial decisions by applying principles of sustainable development.
